EQUIPMENT
Rackets:  Competitors shall supply their own rackets, which must comply to IBF standards.

BRACKETS
Round Robin (Group Play), followed by a Single Elimination Finals Tournament.

SCHEDULING
Schedule for 5 days of competition.  

30 minutes for each match.  There is a 15minute grace period before a match is forfeited.

SCORING
The game is won by the player or side (pair) first reaching 15 points, scored one at a time. (Women's Singles games only are played to 11 points.)

All matches are won by the best 2 out of 3 games.

Men’s Singles, Men’s and Women's Doubles and Mixed Doubles games are set at 14-all, setting to 3 points.  Women’s Singles are set at 10-all, setting to 3 points.

GENERAL RULES
The umpire, or line judges make the decisions on all points in their respective areas.

UNIFORMS:  Only acceptable Badminton sports clothing permitted under I.B.F. rules, shall be worn during competition.
