COMPETITOR EQUIPMENT:  Competitors will provide their own equipment.  Extra boules will be supplied by Host.

BRACKETING

Round Robin (Group Play); followed by Single Elimination tournament.

SCORING

1.  The first team to reach 13 points wins the match.

 

          Closest to the jack scores - one (1) point.


In Singles, the maximum score is 3 points for every round


In Doubles and Triples, the maximum score is 6 points for every round.


2.  Should the jack or a boule go outside the boundary, it is considered “dead”.   In the case of a dead jack then:




a.  If both teams have boules left:  the round is replayed.



b.  If only one team has boules left:  that team then receives the same amount of points as boules left.

GENERAL RULES:
Match consists of: 

Singles - Each player uses 3 Boules






Doubles - Each player uses 3 Boules






Triples - Each player uses 2 Boules
