DESCRIPTION  OF  EVENTS:

GENERAL INFORMATION FOR 2003:  The events listed below will be offered in 2003.

1.  TIME TRIALS (ROAD):  12 Km (7.5 miles), Men and Women.

2.  CRITERIUM:   45 minutes, Men.  35 minutes, Women.

3.  ROAD RACE:  70 Km (43.5 miles), Men;  40 Km (24.8 miles), Women.  Possibly won't be a closed course, therefore, traffic control may be required.  

4.  HILL CLIMB:  Constantly climbing uphill course of 3000 meters.  Cyclists will be released onto the course in one (1) minute intervals.  There will be no support for cyclists or equipment in this event.

GENERAL RULES
Only multi-geared racing bikes will be allowed in all events (including track).
