EVENTS
SCRATCH DIVISION:
any golfer entered in the Handicap Singles may enter either or both of the Scratch tournaments.
· Singles  (Open): Men’s & Women’s competitions  

· Team  (Unisex 2 person)

Raw score only, no handicap considered.  No age category.  Overall winner from any age group or Division. These Scratch Events must be entered separately when Entry Form is submitted to be eligible for these awards. 

OPTIONAL SCRATCH TOURNAMENT:  This is a different format for the Scratch Division where it becomes a tournament unto itself.  To select this option, the Host must have available a premier fourth course reserved for three consecutive days and a fourth coordinator to run the events. If selected this tournament is only open to “Low Handicap” golfers with the upper limit to be determined by and published by the Host and in no circumstances will the upper limit be higher than a ten (10) handicap. 

THE FOLLOWING PARAGRAPH PERTAINS ONLY IF HOST HAS ELECTED TO HOLD THE ABOVE SEPARATE OPTIONAL SCRATCH TOURNAMENT.

· Singles  (Open): Men’s & Women’s competitions (Limited to 144 persons)

· Team  (Unisex 2 person comprised of only those in Scratch Singles)

There will be no Scratch Divisions in the Handicap Tournament.  A golfer may not compete in both the Scratch Tournament and the Handicap Tournament.  Partners are confined to the same tournament (i.e., Scratch or Handicap play). All Scratch Golfers are required to enter the Scratch Singles even if they only want to play Team (Green fees normally attached to Handicap Singles will now be attached to Scratch Singles). This tournament will be played three days on a separate course from the Handicap Tournament. (The Host and WPFGF reserve the right to combine the Scratch Division golfers with the Handicap Division golfers if sufficient entries are not received for the Scratch Division.) Everything in the Golf Rules pertaining to the organizing and scoring will be consistent with the above Optional Scratch Tournament criteria.  

HANDICAP  DIVISIONS:

MEN'S SINGLES:  All male golfers must enter "Men’s Handicap Single".  Age and handicap 

                                divisions will be determined by entrant’s actual age and handicap as

                                submitted.

Awards will be given in the following Handicap divisions in Open, Senior, Master and Grand Master age categories:

"A" DIVISION:  Lowest 1/3 of 18 or less Handicap/Index Number per age category

"B" DIVISION:  Middle 1/3 of 18 or less Handicap/Index Number per age category

"C" DIVISION:  Highest 1/3 of 18 or less Handicap/Index Number per age category 

                           plus those with over 18 Handicap/Index Number

WOMEN'S SINGLES:  All female golfers must enter "Women’s Handicap Singles".  This is an Open Handicap Event.  Handicap Division will be determined by entrants actual Handicap as submitted.

Awards will be in the “A”, “B” & “C” Handicap Divisions (as described in Men’s Singles) in the Open (only) age category.

UNISEX - 2 PERSON TEAM:  Any golfer entered in Handicap Singles may enter "Unisex 2 person Team".  The team’s Age Division is the age division of the youngest team member. The Team’s Handicap division is determined by averaging the team member’s Individual Handicaps/Index Numbers (not to exceed 18).

Team awards will be in the following Handicap divisions in Open, Senior, Master and Grand Master age categories:

"A" DIVISION:   Lowest 1/3 of team member’s 18 or less averaged Handicap/Index Numbers  per age category.

"B" DIVISION:   Middle 1/3 of team member’s 18 or less averaged Handicap/Index Numbers per age category.

"C" DIVISION:  Highest 1/3 of team member’s 18 or less averaged Handicap/Index Numbers per age category, and those teams with both team members over 18 Index Number.

SCHEDULING  

No more than two members of the same agency may be in one foursome.

SCORING
Men's & Women's (A, B, & C) Handicap Divisions for Singles and Team: Player's individual Handicap/Index Number will be used to score each round (exception: "C” Division players   with over 18 Handicap/Index Number will play using an 18 Handicap/Index Number).  

Handicap Division Singles' winners are determined by Handicap/ Index Number adjusted aggregate score.

Scratch Singles' winners are determined by aggregate score.

Handicap Division Team winners are determined by the team members’ individual Handicap/Index Number adjusted scores, scored by best-ball (“Betterball”) scoring system. Best-ball scoring is determined by adding the better of the two team member’s adjusted score for each hole, hole by hole for 18 holes, to determine the team score.
Scratch Team winners are determined by the team member’s individual scratch scores, scored by best-ball (“Betterball”) scoring system. (Same as above except only use the raw scores on each hole.)
No golfer will keep his/her own score, nor the score of a member of his/her own team or agency.

Scorecards must be signed and turned in to be recorded.

Lost cards will result in disqualification.

No "gimme" putts, mulligans, improved lies, etc. Exception: Course conditions may dictate local rules which allow improved lies for specific areas of the course under construction or experiencing temporary poor playing conditions.  No winter rules.

Ties
If daylight permits and all who are tied are still present, playoffs may continue after the last days round.  

If, due to circumstances beyond the Host’s control, the course or participants are not available, winners may be determined by using scorecards of the last day’s competition.  

GENERAL RULES
Each golfer may have a maximum 14 legal clubs.

Provisional Ball: If a referee is not immediately available, and there is any doubt whether to play another ball for any reason, the golfer shall play two balls, letting the rest in his/her foursome know that a provisional ball is being played.   Keep both scores for that hole and let the referee or rules' committee decide which is the proper ball.  This, of course, does not apply to balls hit out-of-bounds or in water hazards where another ball is hit, and is not a provisional ball.

Qualification
Teams may be two men, two women or a man and a woman.  Handicaps/Index Numbers determine their skill division. 

The team's age division is the age division of its youngest team member.  Age is calculated as of the first day of the WPFG.

All players will have current recognized signed Handicap Cards.  Applicants without an established Handicap/Index Number, or acceptable equivalent (consult the WPFGF), will not be entered.  

Men and Women will play from the tees designated by the Golf Coordinator with concurrence of WPFGF.  Generally, the white tees for Men's Divisions and the Women's tees for Women’s Divisions will be used. 
No guests or caddies may accompany golfers.  

Past Medal Winners’ Handicap/Index Numbers:  Medalists from prior WPFG will have their highest winning performance calculated into a Handicap for that performance.  This calculated Handicap will be averaged with their current Handicap to give the Handicap to be used in this tournament.  If their current Handicap/Index Number is lower, it will be used.

WPFGF and Host Committee reserves the right to adjust Handicaps/Index Numbers of golfers they determine to be "sandbagging" or who have a history of scoring well above their Handicap.

HANDICAP CARD & VERIFICATION:

All Golfers must have a St. Andrews (or national/state affiliate) Handicap/Index Number and must provide their membership number or a copy of their handicap card which verifies that Handicap/ Index Number.  All golfers must also bring with them and display this card or document at the event site check-in or registration sport check-in prior to competition.

1.  Golfer submits his/her WPFG Entry Form for the Golf competition.  Golfer must enter the Singles Handicap event (green fees are part of this event fee).  Golfer may also enter with a partner in a Team event. Or, he/she may enter the Team pool and a partner will be assigned, if possible.  In pooling, the WPFGF will attempt to pair golfers of similar age and Handicap/Index Number, as are available.

2.   No more than 60 days and no less than 30 days before the competition, Host must (this is mandatory) receive in the Host Headquarters office, a photocopy or FAX of entrant's most recent Handicap card, or other identifying document which states the Golfer's current Handicap/Index Number (if the Host elects, they may in some cases, use the golfer’s membership number to retrieve this Handicap/Index Number).  This is the Handicap/Index Number that will be used during the competition.  If the entrant wins a medal, his/her Handicap/Index Number will be verified.  Therefore, every Golfer must also provide a working phone number, where this Handicap/Index Number may be verified.  

If the Handicap/Index Number cannot be verified at the phone number provided within 24 hours after the conclusion of the tournament, golfer will not receive a medal.

In Singles competition, entrant's age as of the first day of the Games will determine the age category to be entered.  Golfers may not elect to enter Singles or Team in a younger age category.  In Team, the age of the youngest team member determines the age category for the team.  Age categories are: Open (18-29), Senior (30-39), Master (40-49) and Grand Master  (50+).  Each age category, organized from lowest to highest Handicap, will be divided into three approximately equal groups (A, B & C) by the Host (except for over 18 handicappers). Golfers with over an 18 Handicap/Index Number will be added to the C Division after the organizing of A, B and C Divisions.  A maximum of 18 Handicap/Index Number will be used for placement and scoring.  Any golfer with a higher Handicap/Index Number will play to an 18 Handicap/Index Number.  

In Team play, the team members' Handicap/Index Numbers will be averaged to determine their position when creating handicap groups.   The team members will be scored using their actual Handicap/Index Number. Exception: Team members Handicap/Index Numbers that exceed 18 will be adjust to 18 before averaging the Team Handicap.  Teams comprised of two team members with over an 18 Handicap/Index Number will not be considered when establishing the A, B and C Division groupings (1/3 each) but will be added to the C Division after the divisions have been established.
