EVENTS
INDIVIDUAL:  

Revolver Class:

Men:  Master, Expert, Sharpshooter, Marksman and “Unclassified”.

Women:  Open (Skill)

Semi-Automatic Class

Men:  Master, Expert, Sharpshooter, Marksman and “Unclassified”.

Women:  Open (Skill)

NOTE:  The “Unclassified” class is not a medal event.  It is designed for those competitors without an established WPFG classification.  See “Classifications” on page 3, for details.

TEAM; 4-PERSON, UNISEX:

Master, Expert, Sharpshooter and Marksman


NOTE:  Teams can be made up of all one class of gun or mixed.

EQUIPMENT

Any Center Fire Pistol, calibers 7.62mm (.32 cal) to 11.43mm (.45 cal), see ISSF Rule 8.4.2 and NRA Rule 3.0. THIS EVENT IS DESIGNED FOR DEPARTMENTAL TYPE WEAPONS. NO  5.56 mm (.22 cal) WEAPONS ARE ALLOWED.
Muzzle brakes or any device(s) functioning in a similar manner (porting of barrels or slides) are not allowed, see ISSF Rule 8.16.0 and NRA Rule 3.4 (c).

The weight of the trigger pull must be at least 1360 grams (3 lbs), see ISSF Rule 8.16.0 and NRA Rule 3.4(e).

The length of the barrel must not exceed 153 mm (6 inches), see ISSF Rule 8.16.0 and NRA Rule 3.4(b).

Only open sights are allowed. Optical, mirror, telescopic, laser beam, electronically projected dot, etc., are prohibited. No protective covering is permitted on front or rear open sights, see ISSF Rule 8.4.2.3 and NRA Rule 3.1(b).

AMMUNITION
Any 7.62 (.32 cal) to 11.43 (.45 cal) center fire cartridge is allowed that has a projectile that is made of lead or similar soft material.  Semi-Jacketed projectiles are permitted, but no full Jacketed projectiles are allowed.  No Magnum, metal piercing, tracer or high power type ammunition is allowed, see ISSF Rule 8.4.8 and, NRA Rules 3.1(f) and 3.4(g).

TARGETS

The Target used for the 25 meter Precision Stage is the 25 Meter Precision Target, see ISSF Rule 6.3.2.5 and NRA Target B-17, see NRA Rule 4.1 (b).

The Target used for the 25 meter Rapid Fire Stage is the 25 Meter Rapid Fire Target, see ISSF Rule 6.3.2.4 and NRA Target B-37, see NRA Rule 4.1 (f).

COURSE OF FIRE
The Center Fire Pistol Match will be used, see ISSF Rule 8.15.0 and NRA Rule 7.2 (a) and (b). This course of fire will consist of 60 shots divided into 2 stages of 30 shots each as follows:


A.   Precision Stage consisting of 30 shots.  The course will consist of 6 series of 5 shots each, see ISSF Rule 8.15.0 and NRA Rule 7.2(a).


B.   Rapid Fire Stage consisting of 30 shots.  The course will consist of 6 series of 5 shots each, see ISSF Rule 8.15.0 and NRA Rule 7.2(b).

SCHEDULING

This sport will be held on Wednesday and Thursday so that competitors from the Police Action Pistol and Pistol (PPC) events can compete. 

GENERAL RULES
Each competitor must have their firearm (weapon) officially examined and approved prior to the competition.  Only firearms which have been approved for the competition may be used.  Each competitor will be given a “Control Card” with the approved firearms serial number make and caliber noted by the “Equipment Control Committee” and this card must be in their possession when reporting to the Range Officer at the commencement of each stage of the event.  See ISSF Rule 6.6.0 and NRA Rule 3.18.

In the shooting position, all competitors must stand free, without support, completely within the firing point.  The complete firearm must be held and fired with one hand only.  The wrist must be visibly free of support.  Bracelets, wristwatches, wristbands or similar items which might provide support are prohibited on the hand and arm which holds the firearm.  See ISSF Rule 8.6.1.1 and NRA Rule 5.12.

In the 25 meter Center Fire Pistol Rapid Fire Stages, shooting must start from the “READY” position.  In the “READY” position, the shooter’s arm must point downward at an angle of not greater than 45 degrees from the vertical and the arm must remain in this position while waiting for the appearance of the target.  When the target begins to face, the shooter may raise the pistol.  See ISSF Rule 8.6.1.3 and NRA Rule 5.3.

CLASSIFICATION:  Competitors without an established WPFG classification will shoot “Unclassified” in the Individual event.  Their score in the “Unclassified” event will determine which skill classification they will be entered into for purposes of placing in the Individual competition. This classification will also be used for those competitors entering into the Team event.
