Swimming:

SCORING:

Point system:  The results achieved in the individual disciplines are to be evaluated by means of the “Police Pentathlon Point Table”.  For placing purposes, the points attained are to be added.  In the event of equal points, the decision will be based on the following priority of events:  Cross Country, Swimming, Shooting, Long Jump, Shot Put.

Competitors who do not take part in every event or fail to finish any event or are disqualified in one of the events will not count for final placings.

Team event:  Each team may consist of 4 participants, the first three final scoring placings to count for the Team score.  The winner in the Team competitions is the team with the highest number of points.

GENERAL RULES
Pistol Shooting:  Revolver or standard pistol 5.6 mm (.22 caliber) to 9.6 mm (.38 caliber) consists of 4 series of 5 shots each in accordance with U.I.T. regulations.

Swimming:  The rules of the FINA will apply as regards the swimming events.

Athletic events:  The athletics events will conform to IAAF rules.  In the Cross-Country, the start takes place in succession with time intervals according to the best results in the four first events.  The participant with the highest total points starts first.  Thereafter, the participant with the second highest points and as many seconds after as corresponds to the difference in points between them and so on.
