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GUIDING BODIES
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NOTE:  This is an optional sport for the Host. 


Please note:  Rowing (Crew) is a sport which changes from Games to Games, depending upon Host resources and local interest.  Because of this, the rules are written in a very general fashion.  The information contained in this “boxed” section is taken directly from the draft of the 2003 WPFG Registration Book to give potential competitors a better idea of the specific nature of this Rowing (Crew) competition.

EQUIPMENT & REQUIREMENTS:  

No Coxswain will be used in any event. "Coxless  Fours"  is considered a Team event.  A Team Roster  must  be sent with Sports Entry Form by Team Captain.

In  order  to reduce the risk of injury to participant, or  damage  to craft,  all  rowers  shall be experienced at racing in  this  type  of competition.

Competitors  may use their own boats (must comply  with  FISA-approved standards) or select from comparable boats made available by the  Host Agency.   

BRACKETING:  

Heats  & Finals.  All events will be raced on a 1000 meter course.  All advancements to Finals will be  accomplished  by direct race off.  No advancement by time selection only.

AGE CATEGORIES:  MEN; INDIVIDUAL:  Open [18-29]; Senior (A) [30-34]; Senior  (B)  [35-39]; Master (A) [40-44]; Master  (B)  [45-49];  Grand Master (A) [50-54]; Grand Master (B) [55-59]; Grand Master  (C)[60-64]; Grand Master (D) [65+]; ALL WOMEN’S EVENTS: Open  [18-34] and Senior (B) [35+].  ALL OTHER MEN’S EVENTS:  Open [18-29]; Senior [30+]; Master [40+]; Grand Master [50+].

EQUIPMENT
BOATS:
Competitors may use their own or select from comparable boats made available by the Host.

Host may prohibit or restrict the use of private boats, when boats are supplied, to ensure fairness to competitors.  This may include practice sessions in addition to actual competition.

BRACKETS
Heats.

All advancements of boats to Finals accomplished by direct race off.  No advancement by time selection only.

SCHEDULING
Competition will usually be conducted over 2 days.  If in excess of 100 competitors, schedule will need to be extended to 3 days.

Daily schedule of actual competition will be dependent on events offered, number of entrants and facilities.  

GENERAL RULES
During scheduling of the heats or finals, the Host Sport Coordinator shall not allow a boat in any race that does not conform to all rules.  For example: in the 1000 Meter 4 with coxswain, allowing only three oarsmen and a coxswain. 

No boat will be placed in the water with a makeup team which has been assembled at the last minutes to row "just for the fun of it" and was not properly registered prior to the first day of competition.
