EQUIPMENT

J-24 CRAFT:  Single Hull craft.  Crew of 5 maximum; 4 minium.  Team Captain shall be designated and a Team Roster submitted by the Team Captain with the Sport Entry Form.  Competitors MUST use Host-supplied boats.  The rental fee is 400 Euros per team; and is NOT included in Event Fees listed below.  Crews may bring their own sails; if you need sails, contact the Host for more information.  Practice days will be 24-25 July; Confirmation Letter will provide details, including procedures for paying the rental fees.

LASER 1 CRAFT:  Competitors shall supply their own competition equipment, including boat, or may rent a boat from the Host.  All boats and equipment shall comply with ISAF standards.  Early entry strongly recommended.  Limited number of boats available.  Rental fees 150 Euros per competitor; and is NOT included in Event Fees listed below.  Practice days will be 27-28 July; Confirmation Letter will provide details, including procedures for paying the rental fees, if applicable.

Individual and Team Competitors: Please bring a flag or banner, with your agency’s logo, to be hung on your boat during competition.

When possible, vessels will be made available for lease to participants or participants may furnish their own vessels, provided that any vessel supplied by a participant is subject to measurement before being eligible for entry in this sport.

Vessel Storage:  Sufficient vessel storage space, either water or land storage should be secured by the Coordinator well in advance to avoid scheduling problems with such storage areas.  The above storage facilities may either be obtained on a donation basis from business or community groups or on a rental basis with participants bearing the expense of storage.  If possible, no cost storage facilities should be sought.  Such storage facilities should be chosen with the following criteria: (1) security of the storage site, (2) ease of access by participants and their vehicles, (3) proximity both to Headquarters and the racing event location.

SCORING
All single class boats will be scored as they finish, taking into consideration valid protests.  If a multi-class regatta is conducted, Handicaps will be factored in for the final score.

GENERAL RULES

Protests:  Race Protests regarding race activities will be handled by the Race Committee under ISAF (ILCA) rules.  Protests regarding the other issues will be lodged with the sailing Coordinator no later than one hour following the close of the race day. (See General Sports Rules, “Protests”).
In case of a protest regarding size, a current measurement certificate may be required of the skippers of the boats involved.

Confirmation Letters:  All participants should be made aware of special city ordinances regarding conduct on/or around public beaches and regulations regarding alcohol consumption on and around the facilities, if such regulations or ordinances apply.

Skippers’ Meeting:  Approximately 0900 hours on the first day of racing, a skippers' meeting will be held requiring the attendance by all race competitors.  At the above meeting, course maps will be distributed to all participants and directions to launching sites given.  Possible problems regarding rules, launch facilities, etc. will be discussed and settled.  In addition, participants will be advised of the schedules of racing and applicable Handicap information.

No  Aid:  Before the 5 minute gun is sounded all skippers should be given adequate time to get to the starting line.  If the Host is providing tows to the line because of light wind this process should be completed. It will be the skippers’ responsibility not to accept aid when the 5 minute gun is sounded.  Any aid will result in an automatic “no start” for that race.
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
