Men's and Women's Individual events will be offered in the following age categories:


Men; Open:  18 - 29 

Master:   40 - 49





Senior:  30 - 39 

Grand Master:  50 +



Medals will be awarded in “A” & “B” (skill) divisions.  Each competitor will enter into the appropriate age category.  Play will determine in which division players will ultimately compete.

EQUIPMENT
Balls:  WSF approved tournament balls must be provided.  

BRACKETING
Modified Double Elimination with "A" and "B" Divisions.  [Preliminary Matches: best of three games.  Semi-finals and Finals to be best of five games.]

"A" AND "B" DIVISIONS:  All competitors will be placed in the same draw within their age category.  Placement in "A" or "B" Division will be determined by a “win” or a “lose” in the first match.
