SCORING
This is a scratch tournament.

All matches will be the best of three sets.  A tie breaker, used at “6 games all”, will be the first to 7 points with a 2 point advantage

SCHEDULING
Depending on the number of entries, players may have to play more than one Singles or Doubles match in one day.  Under these circumstances, two matches per day may be scheduled during the early rounds, but players will not be scheduled to play more than one medal round match per day in Singles or Doubles.

GENERAL RULES
Assigned starting time is match time.  If a competitor is 20 minutes late for a scheduled match, a default/forfeit will be declared and the match awarded to the opponent(s).  Once a competitor defaults, he/she is out of the competition.
